We, the indigenous peoples of Hawaiʻi, 
descendants of our ancestral lands ….. 
join together to affirm a government of, 
by, and for Native Hawaiian people to 
perpetuate a Pono government and 
promote the well-being of our people 
and the ‘Āina that sustains us.  We 
reaffirm the National Sovereignty of the 
Nation. We reserve all rights to 
Sovereignty and Self-determination, 
including the pursuit of independence.  
Our highest aspirations are set upon 
the promise of our unity and this 
Constitution.
